Pets Day 2018: Start time for Lamb & Chicken judging on Saturday is 10.30am, so
please have all chickens, lambs and other animals ready 15 mins before then.
Chickens go into the main hall where there will be staff to assist as to where they
are placed. Lamb entrants will have a ‘name plate’ on the gates where they can
tether their lambs, while the mini ponies, goat and pig will tie up on the fence, by
their ‘name plate’. This year the judging will take place quite close to the Hall where
the H&S will have a yummy food stall which you will be able to access easily without
missing too much of the action. The children with calves, [calves will be judged on

their home farms on the Friday before] have been given the opportunity to put
together a ’diary/pictorial’ work book about their calf and the work they have done
with it. Tables will be set up on the deck for these to be displayed [or inside supper
room if it is windy]. ‘Calf’ children can be picked up from school at morning tea time
on Friday to go and prepare their calf for judging which will commence at 1pm at the
Hodges, followed by the Treweek, Lepper and Honnor farms in that order. We
encourage all families to come along on the Saturday to support the children and to
share in their successes. Because judging will be down by the Hall, the adventure
playground will be OK to be used by children who cannot sit still for too long!
Parental guidance though please. ‘Lamb’ children remember to bring a bottle of milk
for the guzzle at the end of judging.

HUIRANGI SCHOOL APPLICATION TO ENROL NEW ENTRANTS IN 2019

Under our Enrolment Scheme guidelines the Board of Trustees has determined that six [6]
places are likely to be available for ‘out of zone’ students who will be starting school in 2019 as a
new entrant. The exact number of places available will depend on the number of enrolments
received from students who live within the school ‘home zone’.

Applications for enrolment for an ‘out of zone’ student is to be made by completing an enrol-
ment form available from the school office. The deadline for receipt of this application is

Tuesday 25" September 2018.

Parents who live within the ‘home zone’ and intend enrolling their child in 2019 should also
apply before this deadline to allow the school the opportunity to plan for the 2019 year.

If the number of ‘out of zone’ applications exceeds the number of places available, students will
be selected by ballot. If a ballot is required, it will be held on Wednesday 26™ September 2018.
Parents will be informed of the outcome within three school days of the ballot being held.
